Any requirement may be waived or 
modified upon review and approval of the 
Police Commander. 
 
The Camarillo Police Department plans to 
offer two Citizen Academy sessions 
annually.  Classes are held on Tuesdays 
from 6:00 p.m.to 9:00 p.m. in the 
Community Room at the Camarillo Police

The Camarillo Citizen Academy 
provides community members with an 
inside look at local law enforcement.  
During the Academy training, students 
will be introduced to a variety of topics 
as described under the curriculum outline 
to the right. 
 
The 12-week Academy course is 
designed to give citizens an overview of 
the police department’s function and 
operational procedures.  The curriculum 
and teaching methods are similar to the 
traditional Police Academy.  However, 
the weekly sessions are not designed to 
train the participant as a police officer. 
 
Academy classes are taught by police 
officials and veteran police officers.  
Participants will have the opportunity to 
meet with the Police Commander and 
staff members.  Academy members are 
encouraged to ask questions as well as 
express ideas and concerns to police 
employees.
