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City of Camarillo STORMWATER submittal requirements FOR gRADING pERMITS
The following items (as applicable) must be submitted to the city before a grading permit is issued to comply with Stormwater NPDES requirements:
1. Project is subject to requirements in the Ventura County Municipal Stormwater NPDES permit CAS004002 (Order 2010-0108 or latest version). To obtain a copy of the permit, contact the city’s stormwater program manager at 805-383-5659.

2. If the disturbed area is one acre or more, or if it is less than one acre but the site is part of a larger common area of development or sale, the property owner/developer/contractor must submit proof of receipt of a Notice of Intent (NOI) for the State National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) General Construction Permit (GCP) for Stormwater Discharges (see information below on the State General Construction Permit).

3. Projects subject to the GCP shall submit a hard copy of the SWPPP to the city for review and approval.  Once approved, the city will require a final copy in electronic format (Note: State also requires electronic copy via SMARTS).

4. Projects that are less than one acre and not subject to the GCP shall provide a Stormwater Pollution Control Plan (SWPCP). The SWPCP is a separate document than the Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) required by the State General Construction Permit.  The SWPCP document template is available from the city.

5. Erosion & Sediment Control Plan (submit with improvement plan blueprints).

6. Project may be subject to post-construction stormwater quality mitigation.  Review these requirements in Order 2010-0108 or in the related Technical Guidance Manual for Stormwater Mitigation dated July 2011 available at www.vcstormwater.org.  All projects subject to post-construction stormwater quality mitigation will be required to complete a Post-Construction Stormwater Management Plan on the form provided by the city (download at www.ci.camarillo.ca.us). 

7. Maintenance Agreement for any post-construction stormwater treatment devices (document template is available from city at www.ci.camarillo.ca.us).

All projects regardless of the size, must meet the following requirements:

1. Retain all sediments on the project site using structural drainage controls.

2. No construction-related materials, wastes, spills, or residues shall be discharged from the project site to streets, drainage facilities or adjacent properties by wind or runoff.

3. Non-stormwater runoff from equipment and vehicle washing and any other activity shall be contained at the project site.

4. Eliminate erosion from slopes and channels by implementing Best Management Practices that may include, but not limited to, limiting of grading scheduled during the wet season, inspecting graded areas during rain events, planting and maintaining vegetation on slopes, and covering erosion susceptible slopes.

California State NPDES General Construction Permit (GCP) Requirements

The following information is provided to assist property owners/developers/contractors in obtaining coverage under the California State NPDES General Construction Permit for Stormwater Discharges:
What to Submit Electronically to the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB):

1. Permit Registration Documents (includes Erosion/Sediment Control Site Map & SWPPP).
2. Fee payable to State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) (see web site www.waterboards.ca.gov for fee calculation or contact City of Camarillo Stormwater Program Manager at 805-383-5659.)

3. The Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) must be prepared and kept on the construction site at all times.  The city will have additional requirements for the Local SWPPP under the Ventura County Municipal Stormwater NPDES Permit (Order 2010-0108).

Definitions

Environmentally Sensitive Area – means an area “in which plant or animal life or their habitats are either rare or especially valuable because of their special nature or role in an ecosystem and which would be easily disturbed or degraded by human activities and developments”.  ESAs include Clean Water Act 303d Listed Water Bodies in all reaches that are unimproved and all California Coastal Commission’s Environmentally Sensitive Habitat areas as delineated on maps in local coastal plans and Regional Water Quality Control.  For a list of ESAs in Camarillo, contact the City of Camarillo Stormwater Coordinator at 805-383-5659.

Directly Discharging – Means outflow from a drainage conveyance system that is composed entirely or predominantly of flows from the subject property, and not commingled with the flows from adjacent lands.

Hillside – Means property located in an area with known erosive soil conditions, where the development contemplates grading on any natural slope that is 20% or greater and where grading contemplates cut or fill slopes.

Best Management Practices (BMPs) – are methods, measures, or practices designed and selected to reduce or eliminate the discharge of pollutants to surface waters from point and nonpoint source discharges including stormwater.  BMPs include structural and nonstructural controls, and operation and maintenance procedures, which can be applied before, during and/or after pollution producing activities.
