ORDINANCE NO. 1045

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF CAMARILLO, CALIFORNIA, AMENDING AND
RESTATING CHAPTER 11.76 OF THE CAMARILLO
MUNICIPAL CODE REGARDING BICYCLE,
SKATEBOARD, ROLLERSKATE AND INLINE SKATE
REGULATIONS

The City Council of the City of Camarillo ordains as follows:

Section1. Amendment to Chapter 11.76 of Title 11 of the Municipal Code.
Chapter 11.76 of Title 11 of the Camarillo Municipal Code is amended and restated to
read as follows:

“CHAPTER 11.76

BICYCLE, SKATEBOARD, ROLLERSKATE AND
INLINE SKATE REGULATIONS

11.76.010. Bicycling, skateboarding, rollerskating and inline skating prohibited
where posted -- Public property.

11.76.020. Bicycling, skateboarding, rollerskating and inline skating prohibited
where posted -- Private property.

11.76.030. Law enforcement personnel exemption.

11.76.040. Violation — Infraction

11.76.010. Bicycling, skateboarding, rollerskating and inline skating prohibited
where posted -- Public property.

A No person may ride, propel or in any manner operate a bicycle, skateboard,

rollerskates or inline skates on, along, or over any public street, sidewalk, right-
of-way or other public property of the city where the city council has prohibited
the same by resolution.

B. The prohibition set forth in this section will not apply until notice has been
provided in accordance with this section.

Notices must be provided in and about the area where the activity is to be
prohibited. Notices must be placed in locations and in sufficient numbers
so that they are reasonably likely to be seen by those engaging in the
prohibited activities. The notice may be stenciled directly onto the sidewalk
or other paved surface.



2. The notice must provide in capital letters or symbols at least two inches
high, which activities are prohibited, and must provide in print at least one
inch high, “Camarillo M.C. § 11.76.010.”

11.76.020. Bicycling, skateboarding, rollerskating and inline skating prohibited
where posted -- Private property.

A. No person may ride, propel or in any manner operate a bicycle, skateboard,
rollerskates or inline skates on, along or over any privately owned property in the
city where the owner, manager or other person in charge has prohibited the
same.

B. The prohibition set forth in this section will not apply until notice has been
provided in accordance with this section.

1. Notices must be provided in and about the area where the activity is to be
prohibited. Notices must be placed in locations and in sufficient numbers
so that they are reasonably likely to be seen by those engaging in the
prohibited activities. Notices may be stenciled directly onto the sidewalk or
other paved surface.

2. Each notice must provide in capital letters or symbols at least two inches
high, which activities are prohibited, and must provide in print at least one
inch high, “Camarillo M.C. § 11.76.020.”

3. For purposes of this section, “private property” includes property owned by
other public agencies within the city of Camarillo.

11.76.030. Law Enforcement personnel exemption.

The provisions of Chapter 11.76 do not apply to law enforcement personnel riding
bicycles as part of their official duties.

11.76.040. Violation -- Infraction

The violation of any provision of this chapter is deemed an infraction and may be
punished as provided in Chapter 1.12 of this code.”

SECTION 3. Severability. If any section, subsection, subdivision, sentence,
clause, phrase, or portion of this ordinance, is for any reason held to be invalid or
unconstitutional by the decision of any court of competent jurisdiction, such decision will
not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this ordinance. The City Council
hereby declares that it would have adopted this ordinance, and each section,
subsection, subdivision, sentence, clause, phrase, or portion thereof, irrespective of the
fact that any one or more sections, subsections, subdivisions, sentences, clauses,
phrases, or portions thereof be declared invalid or unconstitutional.
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SECTION 4. Publication. That the City Clerk is directed to certify the adoption
of this ordinance and cause it to be published in the manner required by law.
